Q: I cannot turn my UM-70 screen on.
A: Please check if the USB cable is connected
Touch the UM-70’s power button once then check the screen status.
Please check if ‘UM-70 Installation Software ‘has been installed properly
1. Right-click ‘My Computer’.

3. Locate the cursor on PC at the top of the system tree.
